Recorded in Mumbai, Paris, London, and Dublin, this project features mutually-diverse musicians such as sitar player Anoushka Shankar, guitarists Jeff Beck and Lionel Louke, and bassist Marcus Miller. With this project Herbie Hancock is once again using music as the universal language to communicate messages advocating world peace, humanity, and tolerance.
