This year, the Greater Dover Chamber of Commerce has teamed up with the Dover Recreation Department to present a full day of family entertainment on the Fourth of July, and most activities are centered in Henry Law Park in front of the Children’s Museum. The day will begin at 11 am with an authentic-costumed historic re-enactment of the Declaration of Independence on the steps of Dover City Hall. This is followed by a patriotic-themed children’s performance by local storyteller and musician Marcus Gale at 1 pm at the Rotary Arts Pavilion. The Captain Edward H. Adams gundalow will be docked alongside the park for tours and learning, A series of musical performances will begin at 3 pm, and there will be a gundalow race with small wooden boats at 6 pm. Headline performer Livingston Taylor will take the Rotary Arts stage at 7 pm, and the evening will culminate in a festive fireworks display at 9:15 pm. Throughout the day, there will be additional activities, vendors and demonstrations, including a kayaking exhibition, a firefighters’ “touch a truck” event, and refreshments.
