The Music Hall Experience
The nonprofit 130+year old hall, the oldest in New Hampshire,  provides a unique experience for patrons – North Shore Magazine says it best, “Featuring a mix of musical artists, award-winning films, and theatrical performances every night of the week, The Music Hall operates as the city’s cultural epicenter. Upon entering the Victorian theater, you’d never guess it was built in 1878. Ongoing renovations are responsible for the swanky Founders Lobby Lounge beneath the theatre, where you can comfortably sip a cocktail before the show.” 

The Music Hall Difference
The Music Hall is a unique performing arts center – as a nonprofit, it counts on the support of corporate sponsors and members to supplement revenue from ticket sales. As a programming leader, its curatorial bench programs several acclaimed signature series ranging from Writers on a New England Stage to Met@The Music Hall, from Telluride by the Sea to Intimately Yours, from Kids RULE! to Wildcard Movies – all which bring top live acts, authors, films and HD broadcasts from around the world – and, often premiering them on the Seacoast and generating a buzz and community pride. It’s a new season full of fun, hot, dazzling, stunning, heartwarming performances. The season kicks off in July with four concerts in a row: Ozomatli, Joan Armatrading, Joan Baez, and Jonny Lang. In September, after Margaret Atwood and Chris Botti take the stage, The Music Hall’s senior signature series, Telluride by the Sea, returns - a weekend film festival featuring the latest international cinema fresh from their Colorado debuts. From there the schedule ranges from Circo Comedia to the start of the Met@The Music Hall season featuring live opera HD broadcasts from Lincoln Center. Mama’s Night Out will feature top comediennes from Nick at Nite’s Search for the Funniest Mom in America, while The Event is back – the hip downtown dance party on the stage at the Hall. Heading into December, Vintage Christmas in Portsmouth – a collaboration with Strawbery Banke Museum – will feature four holiday shows including All is Calm, about the Christmas Truce of 1914. The signature series Writers on a New England Stage has already landed a constellation of literary stars for the fall: Margaret Atwood, Simon Winchester and Joseph J. Ellis. The Intimately Yours concert series, will announce new concerts throughout the season. Extraordinary Cinema continues to deliver great film within the Hall’s unrivaled ambiance. This will be the second year of the partnership with one of the world’s leading theatres - The National Theatre of London HD Broadcast Series - more installments will be announced throughout the season.
