Rising country star Dierks Bentley left Phoenix for Nashville at 19 after listening to Hank Williams and realizing he’d found a musical home. Teaching himself country music history and the rhythm guitar, he forged his own potent sound – a hybrid of honky-tonk, bluegrass, singer/songwriters, classic country and modern rock & roll and has since sold five million copies of his five albums (including ten Top Ten singles and five #1 hits) on Capitol Records. The latest, Feel That Fire, features rockers, ballads, honky tonk, and bluegrass with sounds ranging from arena-sized electric guitars to upright bass and banjos on steroids. On The Music Hall stage, he’ll be joined by bluegrass patriarch Del McCoury (celebrating 50 years in bluegrass) and his band, The Travelin’ McCourys. Opening for Dierks will be Texas singer/songwriter, Hays Carll.
