The 2009/2010 flu season is a potentially serious health issue for families, businesses and communities.  While it is difficult to predict how widespread or severe both H1N1 and the seasonal influenza viruses will be this year, the federal government estimates that nearly 40 percent of the country’s population could become ill with the flu this fall and winter.

Education and planning can help businesses mitigate the effects of an influenza pandemic.  A severe flu pandemic could have a major impact on the global economy — including travel, trade, tourism, financial institutions, food supply and distribution, and other types of businesses.
The American Red Cross Great Bay Chapter will be holding free seminars in November/December to help businesses and their employees prepare for the 2009/2010 flu season.  Each 90-minute presentation will educate business managers and their employees on steps that can be taken to reduce the spread of both H1N1 and seasonal flu viruses, as well as recommended actions to maintain business continuity in the face of a flu pandemic.

Each seminar will cover:

· How the influenza virus spreads

· Protecting employees and reducing the spread of flu in the workplace
