Portsmouth, New Hampshire…The Music Hall’s January Wildcard Movie selection – No Impact Man slated for January 21 at 7pm - is both a compelling and funny look at walking the walk – with respect to the environment. Documentary subject Colin Beavan decides to completely eliminate his personal impact on the environment for the next year. It means eating vegetarian, buying only local food, no elevators, no television, no cars, buses, or planes, no toxic cleaning products, no electricity and no garbage. No problem – at least for Colin – but he and his family live in Manhattan. So when his espresso-guzzling, retail-worshipping wife Michelle and their two-year-old daughter are dragged into the fray, the No Impact Project has an unforeseen impact of its own. Directed by Laura Gabbert and Justin Schein, this entertaining documentary will be followed by a panel discussion featuring local sustainability experts – Bert Cohen, co-founder of Piscataqua Sustainable Initiative and Sarah Brown, Green Alliance Project Director, among others.
According to Chris Curtis, Film and Outreach Coordinator, “The call to develop a more sustainable community is being answered by more and more folks on the Seacoast. Our Wildcard Movie series aims to facilitate community gatherings and dialogues around any number of issues. No Impact Man is a great excuse to gather around the increasingly vital issue of sustainability.”

Bert Cohen – Co-Founder of Piscataqua Sustainable Initiative 
Bert Cohen is currently Adjunct Faculty at the University of New Hampshire the Department of Natural Resources where he team teaches classes in Sustainable Living and Systems Thinking for Sustainable Living. He is a member of the mayor’s Blue Ribbon Committee on Sustainability for the City of Portsmouth. He is cofounder of the Piscataqua Sustainable Initiative which is building a community of citizens who understands and uses The Natural Step principles to create a sustainable future. He also founded the Belize-UNH Teacher Program, which connects New Hampshire teachers and students with their Belizean counterparts. He has an expertise in educational consulting with a specialization in experiential/holistic learning. He has used his skills as a consultant to Second Nature, a nonprofit organization whose mission is to advance human and environmental well-being through learning; with the UNH Education Department’s “Live, Learn, and Teach” Program, a program which focuses on learning through experience; and The Geocommons Study Abroad Semester, a program for college students to live in sustainable communities in India, Scotland, and France. During his forty plus years of teaching he has been on a path of actively exploring how to form learning communities that support the well-being of the individual, enhance the health of society, and respect the integrity of our environment. 

Sarah Brown - Green Alliance Project Director

Sarah Brown has been an environmental advocate in her community for the last 10 years. She has served on Kittery's Town Council and the Zoning Board of Appeals. Sarah created Kittery Progressive Action, a community action coalition which responds to and organizes around, progressive issues in Kittery, Southern Maine and Portsmouth. She also formed St. John's Stewardship of the Earth Committee in Portsmouth; a group which educates the Seacoast community on environmental issues. Brown spear-headed Cool Kittery, which convinced the Town Council to sign the Mayors Agreement on Climate Change and then regrouped to become Kittery's current Energy Efficiency Committee - a town-sanctioned board that is now working to reduce Kittery's energy use and promote conservation in the schools and the community. Before moving to the Seacoast, Brown worked for 5 years as a journalist in Moscow, Russia for CNN, BBC, NBC and the Associated Press. Pre-Russia she worked at CNN's New York bureau. Brown has a degree in Russian Studies from Columbia University. She lives in Kittery with her husband and three young daughters.
