As technological advances have enabled video artists to do bigger, bolder and more sophisticated work, a new generation of pioneers has been saturating the international art scene in a multitude of forms and expressions. It Moves is a cross-section of experimental film, animation and video art by new media artists from the Boston area who are helping to define the current American scene. From hand-painted film, to hand-drawn animation, It Moves will feature new work by Bebe Beard, Joseph Douillette, JW Gayle, B. Lynch, and Douglas Urbank. Join us in the Founders Lobby Lounge – where we’ll be meeting the artists, screening the videos and serving cocktails – for a rare chance to get acquainted with these artists and their work.
