“Our decision to carry The Computer Revitalizer marks a new direction for our shop, but a direction that is absolutely consistent with everything our shop stands for” comments co-owner Liz Wright.  “UBUNTU contains an operating system and programs that enables people to keep their old computers, giving the computers new life.  The dirty little secret in our society is that we can’t ‘recycle’ computers.  What happens to them is that they are shipped to developing countries where people strip the computers for valuable elements—and the workers who do the stripping are exposed to very hazardous materials.  Every time we throw away a computer, we are involved in subjecting people to very unfair labor practices.”
Fa La Lo made the decision to sell this product after meeting Matthew Craig at the 1st Annual Green Home and Living Show last February.  Matthew has made it his mission to spread the word about this GNU-LINUX based free software.  “UBUNTU provides an opportunity for everyone with older computer systems to get fast speeds again,” says Matthew.  “Even systems that seem broken due to viruses, disk drive failures, or expired operating systems can be saved from becoming e-waste.  Plus, in today’s economy, everyone wants to get more use of out their expensive computer purchases!”
“What’s great about UBUNTU,” comments co-owner Scott Segee, “is that, through this very inexpensive operating system, many people who would not ordinarily be able to have a computer now can.  And we don’t have the environmental degradation or personal harm that comes from ‘recycling’ computers.”
