Timberland Volunteers Benefit Families and Children  at  Community Campus

 
Portsmouth, NH—(Wednesday, December 09, 2009) - Fifteen Timberland employees from all over the country braved the weather and came out to Community Campus Wednesday afternoon, making work lighter for both The Krempels Brain Injury Foundation and Community Child Care Center of Portsmouth (CCCC). 

Family caregivers who receive support through The Krempels Foundation were provided meals created and cooked by Timberland staff.  Lisa Hanson, Support and Resources Coordinator for the Foundation, stated, “Family caregivers provide round the clock care and support to a loved one and receive no pay, little thanks and very little respite from the day to day chores they do.  Giving them a homemade meal that they did not have to orchestrate is a treat.”  Volunteers also shopped for and wrapped small gifts for family members for the holidays.  Ms. Hanson, who coordinated the effort, noted, “Knowing that people who don’t even know them care is a huge gift.”  

At CCCC, volunteers cleaned tiny wooden chairs used by children age eight weeks to age 6 in twelve classrooms. They also cleaned equipment in the Indoor Playspace- toys, mats, and climbing structures - and washed windows. At the days end, each volunteer was introduced to a different classroom where they were able to read to the children who all received board books as gifts. “It is great to work with people from Timberland. Everyone had such a good time and enjoyed interacting with the children,” said Peg Roy, Family Services Director. “We are hoping to make this joint effort for both agencies an annual event.” 

The Krempels Brain Injury Foundation is a nonprofit organization dedicated to improving the lives of people living with brain injury from trauma, tumor or stroke.  In partnership with universities and community volunteers, The Krempels Brain Injury Foundation offers programs that engage members in meaningful and productive experiences and provide ongoing support and resources to those impacted by brain injury. CCCC is the third largest licensed child care center in the State that provides a nurturing and stimulating early learning environment for children in the Seacoast New Hampshire area. The center provides child care, early education, and before & after school programming to over 280 children age 8 weeks through 12 years old. CCCC is committed to giving priority to low-income families in the seacoast, and advocates for children and families. In addition to Community Campus, the center also has programs in all three Portsmouth Elementary Schools (PEAK), and Greenland Central School (Community School).
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
