Portsmouth, New Hampshire…Two films that premiered at Telluride by the Sea this fall at The Music Hall will bookend the month of December: Bright Star, the new film about John Keats from director Jane Campion (The Piano) and An Education, in which new-on-the-scene star Carey Mulligan learns life lessons in Sixties London. Tucked in between are three films – one a Screen Classic: A Christmas Story, the nostalgic holiday film set in 1940s Indiana and about one boy’s dream of a bb-gun; then The September Issue, a must-see documentary for everyone who loved Devil Wears Prada and reads Vogue Magazine – it’s the first behind the scenes look at the legendary editor Anna Wintour and how she puts one issue of Vogue together. The much anticipated Where the Wild Things Are from the beloved book by Maurice Sendak will have two showings on two different days – the matinee a KidsRULE! feature. Finally, The Met@The Music Hall offering for December has a holiday connection: Offenbach’s Les Contes D’Hoffmann is a fictionalized take on the life and loves of German Romantic writer E.T.A. Hofffman, author of the beloved Nutcracker.
