This equipment will allow us to broadcast live from around the community at local or distant school sporting events, music events, local meetings (Rotary presentations, Chamber Breakfast Speaker Forums, City Council Meetings), events such as Market Square Day or First Night, and other newsworthy or entertainment venues. Adding this feature to our already diverse programming will continue to improve how WSCA serves the New Hampshire and Maine Seacoast area with local programming.”
